Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984: Section 14(1) 

Brecon Beacons National Park Authority (Public Footpath No. 9 in the Community 

of Glyn Tarell) (Temporary Prohibition of Pedestrians) Order 2024 
 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Brecon Beacons National Park Authority has made an Order, the 

effect of which is to prohibit the passage of pedestrians in the length of public footpath no. 9 which extends 

for a distance of 1080 metres or thereabouts in a generally northerly then westerly direction through Coed 

Ty-mawr from the A470 at grid reference 297493,223338 near Pentwyn to the junction with public 

footpath no. 6 to the south of Llwynfedwen at grid reference 297330,224262. 

 

The purpose of the Order is to ensure public safety as tree harvesting work is undertaken adjacent to the 

footpath. 

 

No alternative routes are available via the rights of way network. 

 

The Order will be in force for a period not exceeding 6 months. Any further extension of the Order 

beyond 6 months will be subject to the consent of the Welsh Ministers.
