Gorchymyn, effaith yr hyn yw i wahardd cerddwyr rhag myned ar hyd llwybr troed rhif 19, sydd yn rhedeg 

am bellter o oddeutu 50 metr o bwynt i’r dwyrain o eglwys Sant Catwg (cyfeirnod grid 321135,217888) ac i 

gyfeiriad cyffredinol y dwyrain ar draws Nant Onnau i’r gyffordd gyda llwybr troed rhif 65 i’r gogledd o Blas 

Llangatwg (cyfeirnod grid 321181,217883).

Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984: Section 14(1) 

Brecon Beacons National Park Authority (Public Footpath No. 19 in the Community of 

Llangattock) (Temporary Prohibition of Pedestrians) Order 2024 
 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Brecon Beacons National Park Authority has made an Order, the 

effect of which is to prohibit the passage of pedestrians in the length of public footpath no. 19 which 

extends for a distance of 50 metres or thereabouts from a point to the east of St. Catwg’s church (grid 

reference 321135,217888) in a generally easterly direction across Nant Onnau to its junction with public 

footpath no. 65 to the north of Plas Llangatwg (grid reference 321181,217883). 

 

The purpose of the Order is to ensure public safety as a footbridge has been damaged by flooding. No 

available alternative routes are available along the rights of way network. 

 

The Order will be in force for a period not exceeding 6 months. Any further extension of the Order 

beyond 6 months will be subject to the consent of the Welsh Ministers.
